Report Released to Public

The Big Meadow Prescribed Fire and
subsequent escaped fire has been a
notable event for Yosemite National
Park and our neighboring communi-
ties. Many of you demonstrated your
interest, concerns, and support for Yo-
semite National Park in attending one
of the many community meetings and
asking meaningful questions. The park
staff has been diligent in answering
your questions in a forthright manner
and | requested an immediate review
of the escaped fire to better under-
stand the events of that day and to
improve our Fire Management Pro-
gram. | appreciate your interest in the
Wildland Fire Program and with this
letter | am releasing the Big Meadow
Prescribed Fire Review on the internet.

The report identifies underlying rea-
sons for the fire escape as well as
lessons learned. Yosemite National
Park has received guidance from the
Pacific West Regional Office on imple-
ment ati on ofThe t 6s
report does not call for any disciplinary
or personnel actions of fire personnel
or park managers. Although the Pre-
scribed Fire Plan met policy, the re-
view team noted that the Park needs to
strengthen its planning and implemen-
tation process. There is no single ac-
tion that can eliminate all of the risk of
managing a wildland fire, however, the
report and implementation of its

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findings are vital to sustaining a wild-
land fire program in a fire dependent
ecosystem. The review makes possi-
ble the ability of Yosemite National
Park to resume prescribed burning
programs.

The review identifies lessons learned
and methods for sustaining those
lessons. | am eager to move forward
to strengthen our program, continue
demonstrating our professionalism,
and to engage in the public steward-
ship that defines the National Park
Service. The review is being shared
widely among fire managers as the
lessons learned have broad application
in assisting other Superintendents and
fire managers in minimizing the poten-
tial for future escaped prescribed fires.
While it was not our intent to have an
escaped fire we are committed to shar-
ing our experience to better serve the
public and our profession. The review
team felt that the lessoned learned
from the experience will improve the
fire management program in Yosemite
National Park.

I am working with clients that are planning
to build a self-storage facility in the Grove-
land/PML area, primarily for RV's, travel
trailers and boat trailers, etc. Community
and business input is needed.

The plan includes 10 x 25, 10 x 35 and 10
x 45 foot fully enclosed units with electric-
ity and wide, lockable garage doors.
Three sided, covered structures and open
trailer storage will be also be available.
The facility will be fenced with a security
coded lock gate, motion lights and surveil-
lance cameras equipped with night vision.
Depending on the response, a full time on
site custodian may be employed.

Monthly rental fees will be approximately
$100 to $140 for the enclosed units, $70

to $90 for the three sided and $45 to $65
for open storage. Again, these prices are
an approximate and yearly rental fees will
be lower.
