Southern Tuolumne County and
Northern Mariposa County have
teamed up to present the "John Muir
Festival" to be held on June 5,

The festival will begin in the morning
on June 5 with a highway ribbon-
cutting in Coulterville along with food,
fun, and festivities headed by Jeffrey
Hentz, Executive Director for Yosem-
ite Mariposa County Tourism Bureau
and Mariposa County Chamber of
Commerce Past President Mary Ann
Huff. The Muir-Hanna Winery family
and many dignitaries will be in atten-
dance.

It will
end in Groveland with additional fes-
tivities including a catered gourmet
picnic at Big Creek Meadow Ranch
(Highway 120 at Rte 132 Highway/
Smith Station Road).
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The gourmet picnic lunch and live mu-
sic festivities will be followed by an
original musical play, "The Wild Ad-
ventures of John Muir" which spot-
lights many of Muir's most exciting
explorations in Yosemite and the sur-
rounding area. Tickets for the Gour-
met Picnic & Muir Play are $30 for
adults ($36 at the door) and $15 for
children ($18 at the door). Call 209-

duction will be held on a new outdoor
stage at the historic 165 acre guest
ranch which served as a stagecoach
stop in the late 1800's and early
1900's and actually hosted Pres.
Teddy Roosevelt in 1903 when he
visited and camped with Muir.
