Olsen Visits Groveland

California Assemblywoman, Kristin
Olsen, R-Modesto, spoke to residents
of Groveland and Sonora, at a Town
Hall Meeting on December 9, 2011, at
The Grill at Pine Mountain Lake.
Stating that it was her first visit to
Groveland since she took office in
2010, she began by outlining her
background and what caused her to
run for public office.

Born and raised in Modesto, she
traversed Highway 120 often on her
way to Yosemite. Her work back-
ground included both the private and
public sectors, first working for a state
senator, then for the California
Restaurant Association, where she
developed an appreciation for small
businesses and the restrictions
government places on their operations.
She ran the Office of Public Affairs at
Cal State, Stanislaus, and assisted her
husband in his real estate business.
She served on the Modesto City Coun-
cil and the Modesto Planning Commis-
sion, prior to running for the state as-
sembly.

Olsen maintains a strong belief that the
state of California retains too much
restrictive control over local communi-
ties. She also believes that partisan-
ship for the sake of partisanship is
strangling government effectiveness.

Citing that her father was an immigrant
from Norway, who initially worked the
fields of Mission San Jose, Olsen be-
lieves in the American Dream of oppor-
tunities and success through working
hard and getting a good education.
She feels that those opportunities are

becoming less achievable, and that
future generations of Californians de-
serve the ability to get a good educa-
tion, jobs and housing.

Olsen serves on several committees in
Sacramento, including the Agriculture
and Water committees which are key
for the rural areas she represents, and
which are so often overlooked by the
highly populated areas of the state.
The Insurance committee, on which
she also serves, deals with issues key
to small businesses. She sees small
business as the lifeblood of the
economy and the only way to develop
future jobs in California.

Her legislative priorities this
year focused on three
priorities: local control, job
creation, and reform. She
has crafted legislation to
allow cities, counties, and
school districts to manage
their resources as they see
fit, in order to match the
demographics of their
communities and the
demands of their citizens.
Regarding job creation,
Olsen introduced two bills,
including the reintroduction
of flexible workweeks. Also,
she crafted AB 991, to set up a virtual,
one-stop permit and licensing bureau,
to streamline the cumbersome and
lengthy process for obtaining permits
and licenses. A predictable process
would allow California to be more
business friendly, although regulatory
reform must accompany it.

Perhaps the most critical area of her
influence is in the area of reform.
Olsen serves on the Joint Sunset
Review committee, which is modeled
after a successful program in Texas.

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Olsen is opposed to the new fire tax
passed by the majority party of the
legislature. She believes that it is ille-
gal, according to Proposition 26,
passed in 2010. The new fees will be
$150, plus $25 for additional struc-
tures, less a $35 discount if you
already pay into a local fire district.
The revenues generated will be
deposited to the general fund, not
allocated directly to fire protection.
She expects a lawsuit to challenge it.

Williamson Act funding was eliminated,
so Olsen co-authored a bill allowing
counties to renegotiate contracts with
landowners, preserving agricultural
lands, and allowing new revenues to
pass to the counties. Olsen was also
instrumental in bringing the Amgen
Tour of California to Sonora, as a start
site for Stage 4, on May 16, 2012.

To conclude, Olsen called for a return
of the Republican Party to a party of
ideas and reform, in order to bring
people together and bring economic
prosperity back to California.
